Trojans Survive Scare by Stanford, 80-73

BERKELEY. (UPI) —
Favored USC easily won
the mile relay, final run-
ning event, to edge gritty
Stanford 80- 72, while
UCLA captured 14 of 17
events to drub California
114-31 in a double dual
track-and field meet Sat-
urday.

John Anderson scored a
surprising 48.3 win in the
440 for the Cards. Stanford
swept the discus and got
double wins from sprinter
Ken Curl and distance
runner Brian Mittelstaedt
to ‘nearly upset the Tro-
jans.

Stanford was leading 75-
73 going- into the mile re-
lay. But the Trojan team
of Trevor Campbell (48.8),
Nathan ~Burks (48.2),
Claude Brown. (48.6) and
James Baxter (48.3) led
from the start'to take the
relay in :3:139, nearly; 3

seconds faster than the:

3:16.5 posted by the Cardi-
nals.

Curl outsprinted .th e
Trojans by taking the 100
in 9.6 and the 220°in 21.3.

Stanford won 9 of the 18
events but lost both re-
lays. A victory in ‘either
race would have given the
Cards a 78-75 upset.

Powerful UCLA, prob-
ably the nation's top dual
meet club, swept the shot
put, long jump and 220
and got a meet record
clocking of 8:57.6 from Ru-
bin Mejia in the two-mile.
Clim Jackson stepped over
the 120 high hurdles in
13.8 to tie the meet stan-
dard set by UCLA's Ron
Copeland.

Dave Schiller led a shot
put sweep with a 60-5
heave and Jim McAlister
topped a trio of Bruin long
jumpers with a respecta-
‘ble 25-2 3/4 leap.

Bruce Kennedy led Cal-

ifornia with a new school
and meet record of 259-8
in the javelin,
